Watershed Verification Update 
Dave Jostenski said that he had mailed letters to water operators and additional 
stakeholders regarding the watersheds undergoing verification in the basin, but he has 
not yet heard back from anyone.  DRBC staff had also contacted stakeholders to discuss 
the verification results.  Dave is planning a meeting of the technical subcommittee in 
April to evaluate in greater detail the verification results.  At its next meeting the full 
committee will discuss which watersheds should become CWPA nominations.
