Sample Work Plan for Potential GHG Reduction Measure
Strategy Name:  Re-Roof Pennsylvania
Lead Staff Contact: CCAC Residential and Commercial Subcommittee
Summary:  
Mandate and provide tax benefits for achieving the highest level of environmental performance in every re-roofing project in Pennsylvania.

Between 2 and 5% of building roofs are being replaced each year, with minimum standards for environmental performance. To minimize cooling loads, high reflectivity should be mandatory for all commercial buildings. To minimize both heating and cooling loads, standards should be raised for thermal resistance (R/ U factors).  Incentives should be put in place to promote green roofs for both their cooling and carbon sequestration benefits, with additional gains in storm water management. Finally, skylights for daylighting should be mandatory with all roof replacements in buildings less than four stories with deep sections that result in windowless spaces for occupants.
