Cambria County contains 3 major watersheds that
drain to the Chesapeake Bay: West Branch
Susquehanna River, Chest Creek, and Clearfield
Creek. Watersheds in Cambria County have
elevated levels of nitrogen, phosphorus, and
sediment. Of the 596 total Bay watershed stream
miles in Cambria County, approximately 36% have
degraded aquatic communities due to causes such
as disturbance, siltation (excessive sediment),
metals, nutrient pollution and others.
