Operating Permit Duration.

Permit Renewal.

Operating Permit Fees under Subchapter I.

Words and terms that are not otherwise defined in this permit shall have the meanings set forth in Section 3 of the Air 
Pollution Control Act (35 P.S. § 4003) and in 25 Pa. Code § 121.1.

(a)  This operating permit is issued for a fixed term of five (5) years and shall expire on the date specified on Page 1 of 
this permit.

(b)  The terms and conditions of the expired permit shall automatically continue pending issuance of a new operating 
permit, provided the permittee has submitted a timely and complete application and paid applicable fees required 
under 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter I and the Department is unable, through no fault of the permittee, to issue 
or deny a new permit before the expiration of the previous permit.

(a) The permittee shall submit a timely and complete application for renewal of the operating permit to the appropriate 
Regional Air Program Manager.  The application for renewal of the operating permit shall be submitted at least six (6) 
months and not more than 18 months before the expiration date of this permit.

(b) The application for permit renewal shall include the current permit number, a description of any permit revisions that
occurred during the permit term, and any applicable requirements that were promulgated and not incorporated into the 
permit during the permit term.  An application is complete if it contains sufficient information to begin processing the 
application, has the applicable sections completed and has been signed by a responsible official.

(c) The permittee shall submit with the renewal application a fee for the processing of the application as specified in 25 
Pa. Code § 127.703(b).  The fees shall be made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" and 
submitted with the fee form to the respective regional office.

(d) The renewal application shall also include submission of proof that the local municipality and county, in which the 
facility is located, have been notified in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.413. 

(e) The application for renewal of the operating permit shall also include submission of supplemental compliance 
review forms in accordance with the requirements of 25 Pa. Code § 127.412(b) and § 127.412(j).

(f) The permittee, upon becoming aware that any relevant facts were omitted or incorrect information was submitted in 
the permit application, shall promptly submit such supplementary facts or corrected information as necessary to 
address any requirements that become applicable to the source after the permittee submits a complete application, but
prior to the date the Department takes action on the permit application.

(a)  The permittee shall pay the annual operating permit maintenance fee according to the following fee schedule in 
either paragraph (1) or (2) in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.703(d) on or before December 31 of each year for the 
next calendar year.

(b)  The applicable fees shall be made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" with the permit
number clearly indicated and submitted to the respective regional office.

(a) This operating permit may not be transferred to another person, except in cases of transfer-of-ownership that are 
documented and approved by the Department. 

(b) In accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.450(a)(4), a change in ownership of the source shall be treated as an 
administrative amendment if the Department determines that no other change in the permit is required and a written 
agreement has been submitted to the Department identifying the specific date of the transfer of permit responsibility, 
coverage and liability between the current and the new permittee and a compliance review form has been submitted to, 
and the permit transfer has been approved by, the Department.

(c) This operating permit is valid only for those specific sources and the specific source locations described in this 
permit.

(a)  Upon presentation of credentials and other documents as may be required by law, the permittee shall allow the 
Department or authorized representatives of the Department to perform the following:

     (1)  Enter at reasonable times upon the permittee's premises where a source is located or emissions related activity
is conducted, or where records are kept under the conditions of this permit;

     (2)  Have access to and copy, at reasonable times, any records that are kept under the conditions of this permit;

     (3)  Inspect at reasonable times, any facilities, equipment including monitoring and air pollution control equipment, 
practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit;

     (4)  Sample or monitor, at reasonable times, any substances or parameters, for the purpose of assuring compliance
with the permit or applicable requirements as authorized by the Clean Air Act, the Air Pollution Control Act, or the 
regulations promulgated under the Acts.

(b)  Pursuant to 35 P.S. § 4008, no person shall hinder, obstruct, prevent or interfere with the Department or its 
personnel in the performance of any duty authorized under the Air Pollution Control Act or regulations adopted 
thereunder including denying the Department access to a source at this facility.  Refusal of entry or access may 
constitute grounds for permit revocation and assessment of criminal and/or civil penalties.

(c)  Nothing in this permit condition shall limit the ability of the EPA to inspect or enter the premises of the permittee in 
accordance with Section 114 or other applicable provisions of the Clean Air Act.

(a)  The permittee shall comply with the conditions of this operating permit.  Noncompliance with this permit constitutes
a violation of the Clean Air Act and the Air Pollution Control Act and is grounds for one or more of the following:

     (1)   Enforcement action

     (3)   Denial of a permit renewal application

(b)   A person may not cause or permit the operation of a source which is subject to 25 Pa. Code Article III unless the 
source(s) and air cleaning devices identified in the application for the plan approval and operating permit and the plan 
approval issued for the source is operated and maintained in accordance with specifications in the applications and 
the conditions in the plan approval and operating permit issued by the Department.  A person may not cause or permit 
the operation of an air contamination source subject to 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127 in a manner inconsistent with good 
operating practices.

(c)   For purposes of Sub-condition (b) of this permit condition, the specifications in applications for plan approvals and 
operating permits are the physical configurations and engineering design details which the Department determines 
are essential for the permittee's compliance with the applicable requirements in this State-Only permit.  Nothing in this 
sub-condition shall be construed to create an independent affirmative duty upon the permittee to obtain a 
predetermination from the Department for physical configuration or engineering design detail changes made by the 
permittee.

It shall not be a defense for the permittee in an enforcement action that it was necessary to halt or reduce the permitted 
activity in order to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit.

(a) The permittee shall submit reports to the Department containing information the Department may prescribe relative 
to the operation and maintenance of each source at the facility.

(b) The permittee shall furnish to the Department, in writing,  information that the Department may request to determine 
whether cause exists for modifying, revoking and reissuing, or terminating this permit, or to determine compliance with 
the permit.  Upon request, the permittee shall also furnish to the Department copies of records that the permittee is 
required to maintain in accordance with this permit.

This operating permit may be terminated, modified, suspended or revoked and reissued if one or more of the following 
applies: 

(1)  The permittee constructs or operates the source subject to the operating permit so that it is in violation of the Air 
Pollution Control Act, the Clean Air Act, the regulations thereunder, a plan approval, a permit or in a manner that causes 
air pollution.

(2)  The permittee fails to properly or adequately maintain or repair an air pollution control device or equipment attached
to or otherwise made a part of the source.

(3)  The permittee has failed to submit a report required by the operating permit or an applicable regulation.

(4)  The EPA determines that the permit is not in compliance with the Clean Air Act or the regulations thereunder.

(a) The permittee is authorized to make administrative amendments, minor operating permit modifications and 
significant operating permit modifications, under this permit, as outlined below:

De Minimis Emission Increases.

(b) Administrative Amendments.  The permittee shall submit the application for administrative operating permit 
amendments (as defined in 25 Pa. Code § 127.450(a)), according to procedures specified in § 127.450 unless 
precluded by the Clean Air Act or its regulations.

(c) Minor Operating Permit Modifications.  The permittee shall submit the application for minor operating permit 
modifications (as defined 25 Pa. Code § 121.1) in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.462.

(d) Significant Operating Permit Modifications.  The permittee shall submit the application for significant operating 
permit modifications in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.465.

(e) The applicable fees shall be made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" with the permit 
number clearly indicated and submitted to the respective regional office.

The provisions of this permit are severable, and if any provision of this permit is determined by a court of competent 
jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, such a determination will not affect the remaining provisions of this permit.

(a) This permit authorizes de minimis emission increases in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.449 so long as the 
permittee provides the Department with seven (7) days prior written notice before commencing any de minimis 
emissions increase.  The written notice shall:

    (1) Identify and describe the pollutants that will be emitted as a result of the de minimis emissions increase.

    (2) Provide emission rates expressed in tons per year and in terms necessary to establish compliance consistent 
with any applicable requirement. 

(b) The Department may disapprove or condition de minimis emission increases at any time. 

(c) Except as provided below in (d), the permittee is authorized to make de minimis emission increases (expressed in 
tons per year) up to the following amounts without the need for a plan approval or prior issuance of a permit 
modification:

    (1)  Four tons of carbon monoxide from a single source during the term of the permit and 20 tons of carbon monoxide
at the facility during the term of the permit.

    (2)  One ton of NOx from a single source during the term of the permit and 5 tons of NOx at the facility during the term 
of the permit.

    (3)  One and six-tenths tons of the oxides of sulfur from a single source during the term of the permit and 8.0 tons of 
oxides of sulfur at the facility during the term of the permit.

    (4)  Six-tenths of a ton of PM10  from a single source during the term of the permit and 3.0 tons of  PM10 at the facility 
during the term of the permit.  This shall include emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air 
Act unless precluded by the Clean Air Act, the regulations thereunder or 25 Pa. Code Article III.

    (5)  One ton of VOCs from a single source during the term of the permit and 5.0 tons of VOCs at the facility during the 
term of the permit.  This shall include emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air Act unless 
precluded by the Clean Air Act, the regulations thereunder or 25 Pa. Code Article III.

    (6)  Other sources and classes of sources determined to be of minor significance by the Department.

(d) In accordance with  § 127.14, the permittee is authorized to install the following minor sources without the need for a
plan approval or permit modification:

Operational Flexibility.

    (1)  Air conditioning or ventilation systems not designed to remove  pollutants generated or released from other 
sources.

    (2)  Combustion units rated at 2,500,000 or less Btu per hour of heat input.

    (3)  Combustion units with a rated capacity of less than 10,000,000 Btu per hour heat input fueled by natural gas 
supplied by a public utility or by commercial fuel oils which are No. 2 or lighter, viscosity less than or equal to 5.82 c St, 
and which meet the sulfur content requirements of 25 Pa. Code §123.22 (relating to combustion units).  For purposes 
of this permit, commercial fuel oil shall be virgin oil which has no reprocessed, recycled or waste material added.

    (4)  Space heaters which heat by direct heat transfer.

    (5)  Laboratory equipment used exclusively for chemical or physical  analysis.

    (6)  Other sources and classes of sources determined to be of minor significance by the Department.

(e) This permit does not authorize de minimis emission increases if the emissions increase would cause one or more 
of the following:

    (1) Increase the emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air Act except as authorized in 
Subparagraphs (c)(4) and (5) of this permit condition.

    (2) Subject the facility to the prevention of significant deterioration requirements in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127, 
Subchapter D and/or the new source review requirements in Subchapter E.

    (3) Violate any applicable requirement of this permit, the Air Pollution Control Act, the Clean Air Act, or the regulations 
promulgated under either of the acts.

(f) Emissions authorized under this permit condition shall be included in the monitoring, recordkeeping and reporting 
requirements of this permit.

(g) Except for de minimis emission increases, installation of minor sources made pursuant to this permit condition and
Plan Approval Exemptions under 25 Pa. Code § 127.14 (relating to exemptions), the permittee is prohibited from 
making changes or engaging in activities that are not specifically authorized under this permit without first applying for a
plan approval.  In accordance with § 127.14(b), a plan approval is not required for the construction, modification, 
reactivation, or installation of the sources creating the de minimis emissions increase.

(h) The permittee may not meet de minimis emission threshold levels by offsetting emission increases or decreases 
at the same source.

The permittee is authorized to make changes within the facility in accordance with the regulatory provisions outlined in 
25 Pa. Code § 127.3 (relating to operational flexibility) to implement the operational flexibility requirements provisions 
authorized under Section 6.1(i) of the Air Pollution Control Act and the operational flexibility terms and conditions of this 
permit.  The provisions in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127 which implement the operational flexibility requirements include the
following:

(a)  The permittee may not reactivate a source that has been out of operation or production for at least one year unless 
the reactivation is conducted in accordance with a plan approval granted by the Department or in accordance with 
reactivation and maintenance plans developed and approved by the Department in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 
127.11a(a).

(b)  A source which has been out of operation or production for more than five (5) years but less than 10 years may be 
reactivated and will not be considered a new source if the permittee satisfies the conditions specified in 25 Pa. Code § 
127.11a(b).

(a)  When needed to protect public health, welfare and the environment from emissions of hazardous air pollutants 
from new and existing sources, the permittee shall comply with the health risk-based emission standards or operating 
practice requirements imposed by the Department, except as precluded by §§ 6.6(d)(2) and (3) of the Air Pollution 
Control Act [35 P.S. § 4006.6(d)(2) and (3)].

(b)  A person challenging a performance or emission standard established by the Department has the burden to 
demonstrate that performance or emission standard does not meet the requirements of Section 112 of the Clean Air 
Act.

No person may permit the use of a device, stack height which exceeds good engineering practice stack height, 
dispersion technique or other technique which, without resulting in reduction of the total amount of air contaminants 
emitted, conceals or dilutes an emission of air contaminants which would otherwise be in violation of 25 Pa. Code 
Article III, except that with prior approval of the Department, the device or technique may be used for control of malodors.

(a)  The permittee shall comply with the applicable reporting requirements of the Clean Air Act, the regulations 
thereunder, the Air Pollution Control Act and 25 Pa. Code Article III including Chapters 127, 135 and 139.

(b)  The permittee shall submit reports to the Department containing information the Department may prescribe relative 
to the operation and maintenance of any air contamination source.

(c)  Reports, test data, monitoring data, notifications and requests for renewal of the permit shall be submitted to the:

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(b) Notification of performance test. 

   (1) The owner or operator of an affected source must notify the Administrator in writing of his or her intention to conduct a 
performance test at least 60 calendar days before the performance test is initially scheduled to begin to allow the 
Administrator, upon request, to review an approve the site-specific test plan required under paragraph (c) of this section and
to have an observer present during the test. 

   (2) In the event the owner or operator is unable to conduct the performance test on the date specified in the notification 
requirement specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this section due to unforeseeable circumstances beyond his or her control, the 
owner or operator must notify the Administrator as soon as practicable and without delay prior to the scheduled 
performance test date and specify the date when the performance test is rescheduled. This notification of delay in 
conducting the performance test shall not relieve the owner or operator of legal responsibility for compliance with any other 
applicable provisions of this part or with any other applicable Federal, State, or local requirement, nor will it prevent the 
Administrator from implementing or enforcing this part or taking any other action under the Act. 

(c) Quality assurance program. 

   (1) The results of the quality assurance program required in this paragraph will be considered by the Administrator when 
he/she determines the validity of a performance test. 

   (2)(i) Submission of site-specific test plan. Before conducting a required performance test, the owner or operator of an 
affected source shall develop and, if requested by the Administrator, shall submit a site-specific test plan to the 
Administrator for approval. The test plan shall include a test program summary, the test schedule, data quality objectives, 
and both an internal and external quality assurance (QA) program. Data quality objectives are the pretest expectations of 
precision, accuracy, and completeness of data. 

     (ii) The internal QA program shall include, at a minimum, the activities planned by routine operators and analysts to 
provide an assessment of test data precision; an example of internal QA is the sampling and analysis of replicate samples.

     (iii) The performance testing shall include a test method performance audit (PA) during the performance test. The PAs 
consist of blind audit samples supplied by an accredited audit sample provider and analyzed during the performance test in
order to provide a measure of test data bias. Gaseous audit samples are designed to audit the performance of the 
sampling system as well as the analytical system and must be collected by the sampling system during the compliance 
test just as the compliance samples are collected. If a liquid or solid audit sample is designed to audit the sampling 
system, it must also be collected by the sampling system during the compliance test. If multiple sampling systems or 
sampling trains are used during the compliance test for any of the test methods, the tester is only required to use one of the
sampling systems per method to collect the audit sample. The audit sample must be analyzed by the same analyst using 
the same analytical reagents and analytical system and at the same time as the compliance samples. Retests are required
when there is a failure to produce acceptable results for an audit sample. However, if the audit results do not affect the 
compliance or noncompliance status of the affected facility, the compliance authority may waive the reanalysis requirement, 
further audits, or retests and accept the results of the compliance test. Acceptance of the test results shall constitute a 
waiver of the reanalysis requirement, further audits, or retests. The compliance authority may also use the audit sample 
failure and the compliance test results as evidence to determine the compliance or noncompliance status of the affected 
facility. A blind audit sample is a sample whose value is known only to the sample provider and is not revealed to the tested 
facility until after they report the measured value of the audit sample. For pollutants that exist in the gas phase at ambient 
temperature, the audit sample shall consist of an appropriate concentration of the pollutant in air or nitrogen that can be 
introduced into the sampling system of the test method at or near the same entry point as a sample from the emission 
source. If no gas phase audit samples are available, an acceptable alternative is a sample of the pollutant in the same 
matrix that would be produced when the sample is recovered from the sampling system as required by the test method. For
samples that exist only in a liquid or solid form at ambient temperature, the audit sample shall consist of an appropriate 
concentration of the pollutant in the same matrix that would be produced when the sample is recovered from the sampling 
system as required by the test method. An accredited audit sample provider (AASP) is an organization that has been 
accredited to prepare audit samples by an independent, third party accrediting body.

        (A) The source owner, operator, or representative of the tested facility shall obtain an audit sample, if commercially 
available, from an AASP for each test method used for regulatory compliance purposes. No audit samples are required for 
the following test methods: Methods 3A and 3C of appendix A-3 of part 60; Methods 6C, 7E, 9, and 10 of appendix A-4 of part
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60; Methods 18 and 19 of appendix A-6 of part 60; Methods 20, 22, and 25A of appendix A-7 of part 60; and Methods 303, 
318, 320, and 321 of appendix A of part 63. If multiple sources at a single facility are tested during a compliance test event, 
only one audit sample is required for each method used during a compliance test. The compliance authority responsible for
the compliance test may waive the requirement to include an audit sample if they believe that an audit sample is not 
necessary. “Commercially available” means that two or more independent AASPs have blind audit samples available for 
purchase. If the source owner, operator, or representative cannot find an audit sample for a specific method, the owner, 
operator, or representative shall consult the EPA Web site at the following URL, www.epa.gov/ttn/emc, to confirm whether 
there is a source that can supply an audit sample for that method. If the EPA Web site does not list an available audit 
sample at least 60 days prior to the beginning of the compliance test, the source owner, operator, or representative shall 
not be required to include an audit sample as part of the quality assurance program for the compliance test. When ordering 
an audit sample, the source owner, operator, or representative shall give the sample provider an estimate for the 
concentration of each pollutant that is emitted by the source or the estimated concentration of each pollutant based on the 
permitted level and the name, address, and phone number of the compliance authority. The source owner, operator, or 
representative shall report the results for the audit sample along with a summary of the emission test results for the audited
pollutant to the compliance authority and shall report the results of the audit sample to the AASP. The source owner, 
operator, or representative shall make both reports at the same time and in the same manner or shall report to the 
compliance authority first and report to the AASP. If the method being audited is a method that allows the samples to be 
analyzed in the field and the tester plans to analyze the samples in the field, the tester may analyze the audit samples prior 
to collecting the emission samples provided a representative of the compliance authority is present at the testing site. The 
tester may request, and the compliance authority may grant, a waiver to the requirement that a representative of the 
compliance authority must be present at the testing site during the field analysis of an audit sample. The source owner, 
operator, or representative may report the results of the audit sample to the compliance authority and then report the results 
of the audit sample to the AASP prior to collecting any emission samples. The test protocol and final test report shall 
document whether an audit sample was ordered and utilized and the pass/fail results as applicable.

        (B) An AASP shall have and shall prepare, analyze, and report the true value of audit samples in accordance with a 
written technical criteria document that describes how audit samples will be prepared and distributed in a manner that will 
ensure the integrity of the audit sample program. An acceptable technical criteria document shall contain standard 
operating procedures for all of the following operations:

           (1) Preparing the sample;

           (2) Confirming the true concentration of the sample;

           (3) Defining the acceptance limits for the results from a well qualified tester. This procedure must use well 
established statistical methods to analyze historical results from well qualified testers. The acceptance limits shall be set 
so that there is 95 percent confidence that 90 percent of well qualified labs will produce future results that are within the 
acceptance limit range;

           (4) Providing the opportunity for the compliance authority to comment on the selected concentration level for an audit 
sample;

           (5) Distributing the sample to the user in a manner that guarantees that the true value of the sample is unknown to 
the user;

           (6) Recording the measured concentration reported by the user and determining if the measured value is within 
acceptable limits;

           (7) Reporting the results from each audit sample in a timely manner to the compliance authority and to the source 
owner, operator, or representative by the AASP. The AASP shall make both reports at the same time and in the same 
manner or shall report to the compliance authority first and then report to the source owner, operator, or representative. The 
results shall include the name of the facility tested, the date on which the compliance test was conducted, the name of the 
company performing the sample collection, the name of the company that analyzed the compliance samples including the 
audit sample, the measured result for the audit sample, and whether the testing company passed or failed the audit. The 
AASP shall report the true value of the audit sample to the compliance authority. The AASP may report the true value to the 
source owner, operator, or representative if the AASP's operating plan ensures that no laboratory will receive the same audit
sample twice.
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           (8) Evaluating the acceptance limits of samples at least once every two years to determine in consultation with the 
voluntary consensus standard body if they should be changed.

           (9) Maintaining a database, accessible to the compliance authorities, of results from the audit that shall include the 
name of the facility tested, the date on which the compliance test was conducted, the name of the company performing the 
sample collection, the name of the company that analyzed the compliance samples including the audit sample, the 
measured result for the audit sample, the true value of the audit sample, the acceptance range for the measured value, and 
whether the testing company passed or failed the audit.

        (C) The accrediting body shall have a written technical criteria document that describes how it will ensure that the AASP 
is operating in accordance with the AASP technical criteria document that describes how audit samples are to be prepared 
and distributed. This document shall contain standard operating procedures for all of the following operations:

           (1) Checking audit samples to confirm their true value as reported by the AASP.

           (2) Performing technical systems audits of the AASP's facilities and operating procedures at least once every two 
years.

           (3) Providing standards for use by the voluntary consensus standard body to approve the accrediting body that will 
accredit the audit sample providers.

        (D) The technical criteria documents for the accredited sample providers and the accrediting body shall be developed 
through a public process guided by a voluntary consensus standards body (VCSB). The VCSB shall operate in accordance 
with the procedures and requirements in the Office of Management and Budget Circular A-119. A copy of Circular A-119 is 
available upon request by writing the Office of Information and Regulatory Affairs, Office of Management and Budget, 725 
17th Street, NW., Washington, DC 20503, by calling (202) 395-6880 or downloading online at 
http://standards.gov/standards_gov/a119.cfm. The VCSB shall approve all accrediting bodies. The Administrator will review 
all technical criteria documents. If the technical criteria documents do not meet the minimum technical requirements in 
paragraphs (c)(2)(iii)(B) through (C) of this section, the technical criteria documents are not acceptable and the proposed 
audit sample program is not capable of producing audit samples of sufficient quality to be used in a compliance test. All 
acceptable technical criteria documents shall be posted on the EPA Web site at the following URL, 
http://www.epa.gov/ttn/emc.

     (v) The Administrator may request additional relevant information after the submittal of a site-specific test plan. 

   (3) Approval of site-specific test plan. 

     (i) The Administrator will notify the owner or operator of approval or intention to deny approval of the site-specific test plan 
(if review of the site-specific test plan is requested) within 30 calendar days after receipt of the original plan and within 30 
calendar days after receipt of any supplementary information that is submitted under paragraph (c)(3)(i)(B) of this section. 
Before disapproving any site-specific test plan, the Administrator will notify the applicant of the Administrator's intention to 
disapprove the plan together with—

        (A) Notice of the information and findings on which the intended disapproval is based; and 

        (B) Notice of opportunity for the owner or operator to present, within 30 calendar days after he/she is notified of the 
intended disapproval, additional information to the Administrator before final action on the plan. 

     (ii) In the event that the Administrator fails to approve or disapprove the site-specific test plan within the time period 
specified in paragraph (c)(3)(i) of this section, the following conditions shall apply: 

        (A) If the owner or operator intends to demonstrate compliance using the test method(s) specified in the relevant

standard or with only minor changes to those tests methods (see paragraph (e)(2)(i) of this section), the owner or operator 
must conduct the performance test within the time specified in this section using the specified method(s); 

        (B) If the owner or operator intends to demonstrate compliance by using an alternative to any test method specified in 
the relevant standard, the owner or operator is authorized to conduct the performance test using an alternative test method 
after the Administrator approves the use of the alternative method when the Administrator approves the site-specific test 
plan (if review of the site-specific test plan is requested) or after the alternative method is approved (see paragraph (f) of this
section). However, the owner or operator is authorized to conduct the performance test using an alternative method in the 
absence of notification of approval 45 days after submission of the site-specific test plan or request to use an alternative 
method. The owner or operator is authorized to conduct the performance test within 60 calendar days after he/she is 
authorized to demonstrate compliance using an alternative test method. Notwithstanding the requirements in the preceding
three sentences, the owner or operator may proceed to conduct the performance test as required in this section (without the
Administrator's prior approval of the site-specific test plan) if he/she subsequently chooses to use the specified testing and 
monitoring methods instead of an alternative.

     (iii) Neither the submission of a site-specific test plan for approval, nor the Administrator's approval or disapproval of a 
plan, nor the Administrator's failure to approve or disapprove a plan in a timely manner shall—

        (A) Relieve an owner or operator of legal responsibility for compliance with any applicable provisions of this part or with 
any other applicable Federal, State, or local requirement; or 

        (B) Prevent the Administrator from implementing or enforcing this part or taking any other action under the Act.

(b) Initial notifications. 

   (1)(i) The requirements of this paragraph apply to the owner or operator of an affected source when such source becomes
subject to a relevant standard. 

     (ii) If an area source that otherwise would be subject to an emission standard or other requirement established under 
this part if it were a major source subsequently increases its emissions of hazardous air pollutants (or its potential to emit 
hazardous air pollutants) such that the source is a major source that is subject to the emission standard or other 
requirement, such source shall be subject to the notification requirements of this section. 

     (iii) Affected sources that are required under this paragraph to submit an initial notification may use the application for 
approval of construction or reconstruction under §63.5(d) of this subpart, if relevant, to fulfill the initial notification 
requirements of this paragraph. 

   (2) The owner or operator of an affected source that has an initial startup before the effective date of a relevant standard 
under this part shall notify the Administrator in writing that the source is subject to the relevant standard. The notification, 
which shall be submitted not later than 120 calendar days after the effective date of the relevant standard (or within 120 
calendar days after the source becomes subject to the relevant standard), shall provide the following information:

        (A) The methods that were used to determine compliance; 

        (B) The results of any performance tests, opacity or visible emission observations, continuous monitoring system

reporting requirements and test methods; 

        (D) The type and quantity of hazardous air pollutants emitted by the source (or surrogate pollutants if specified in the 
relevant standard), reported in units and averaging times and in accordance with the test methods specified in the relevant 
standard; 

        (E) If the relevant standard applies to both major and area sources, an analysis demonstrating whether the affected 
source is a major source (using the emissions data generated for this notification);

        (F) A description of the air pollution control equipment (or method) for each emission point, including each control 
device (or method) for each hazardous air pollutant and the control efficiency (percent) for each control device (or method); 
and 

        (G) A statement by the owner or operator of the affected existing, new, or reconstructed source as to whether the source
has complied with the relevant standard or other requirements. 

     (ii) The notification must be sent before the close of business on the 60th day following the completion of the relevant 
compliance demonstration activity specified in the relevant standard (unless a different reporting period is specified in the 
standard, in which case the letter must be sent before the close of business on the day the report of the relevant testing or 
monitoring results is required to be delivered or postmarked).
