- To be paid with license renewal

- Renewal applications are sent 90 days before
license expiration

- Based on database information

- Resolving discrepancies-through the usual
licensing process (77.52)
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Administration Fee Implementation

. First batch of renewals was sent two weeks
ago
- Working to update elicensing to incorporate

administrative fees-will allow payment of fees
with credit card

- Mass mailing was sent October 18 alerting
mine operators of fee changes
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Licensing Process

- Notification of license applicant

- Informal conference
. License is valid until DEP makes the final
decision

. Resolution of statuses will be worked out with
the District Mining Office
