After submitting your data to AWWA, do
NOT delete it! Save it and include it in

Data collection & analysis is very important
in the Phase Il process Entering yearly

data into the Partnership software is
sometimes seen as “busy work.” But, the
truth is that it is the starting point in
identifying areas of weakness and
making improvements to filter plant
operations and, ultimately water quality.
You should routinely review your data
looking at the monthly and yearly
95% values in comparison to the
optimization goals. The following is an
excerpt from a successful Phase Il
report. It provides a good example of
how this utility analyzed and presented
their data, demonstrating improvements
realized through joining the Partnership.

“Evaluation of the data notes improved
water quality for each successive year of
collection following acceptance of the
Partnership objectives in 2001. A team
approach was utilized, involving all
